· 10:00 Meet at the Picnic Table in the downtown park. We will be near the public restrooms on the east side of the park. I will have a sign saying "NASA". 

· 10:30 Put-in Bay trolley tour ($8/per person) 

· 12:00 Winery Tour at Heineman Distributing & Winery 

· 1-5 Afternoon Free for shopping and exploring 

· 6-8 Dinner at Mossback's (This is on the west* end of the downtown park) 

· 8-? Continued festivities (Other bars and restaurants) 

* For orientation to North, just stand in the park and face the docks. Extend your arms straight out, the right one is pointing east, the left is pointing west. Do not admit you are with NASA.

How to get to Put-in Bay

The best way is to drive to Port Clinton and take the Jet Express to the South Bass Island. The Jet Express port is on the western end of downtown Port Clinton. (Jet Express to Put-in-Bay) If you are interesting in car pooling, let me know and I'll give you a list of other people that are going. Make any arrangements with them. 

Driving time from the NASA Glenn facility to Port Clinton is about an hour and a half. (Directions from NASA)

Short of flying in DairyAire, the Jet Express is the quickest and most comfortable way to get to the island. The adult round-trip fare is $20. Children are $3, round trip. Bikes are $5 round-trip. The Jet Express to Put-in-Bay leaves Port Clinton every 45 minutes and unloads right in downtown Put-in Bay. Miller Ferry is another way to get to the island. It leaves from Catawba Point on the half hour. Fare are $5 each way for adults, $1 each way for children, bikes are $2 each way. Miller unloads at the south end of the island, so you will need to take a cab downtown. Cabs are $2 and $3 to anywhere on the island. The fare is posted on the side of the cab. 

Getting Around

· Walking Most of the attractions on the island are within a somewhat reasonable walking distance 
· Biking Bring your own or rent one. Bikes can be rented near either boat dock for $3/hr or $9/day. 
· Cabs Fares are $2 or $3 to anywhere on the island. 
· Golf Carts Rates range from $ 8 to $20 per hour depending on the size of the cart. Some rentals offer daily rates. Cart rentals offered at or near both boat docks, airport, downtown and near South Bass Island State Park. Golf carts are licensed motor vehicles and should be operated just like a car. 
· Cars Bringing your own car is highly discouraged. You will spend most of your day just trying to find a parking space.

· Commodore Perry Monument 

· Fishing charters are available (Put-in-Bay Fishing Info)
