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TRUSTEES MESSAGE

Ski Club Policy

At the August general meeting, there was a discussion regarding club policy for trips that realize a surplus of funds. In particular, bus trips that are run at full capacity. The per person cost for the bus is figured at less than full bus capacity. Thus, more money is collected than is needed to pay for the bus when it is full. The reason that the per person bus cost is figured at less than full capacity is that throughout our club’s history, trip coordinators have found that it is often very difficult to get the last few persons to sign up for the trip to make it full. To reduce the pressure on trip coordinators and to reduce the risk to the club that the trip will run in the red, the trip is priced at a less than full capacity rate. Thus, when a trip goes with more than the breakeven number of persons, more money is collected for the bus than is needed to pay for it. The amount of this money can range from about $15 to $150, but is typically in the range of $50 to $100.

Historically, this money was used for bus driver tips, door prizes, and extra pizza for a pizza party, etc. or simply turned over to the club treasury. The trip coordinator was given latitude to decide how to use the money for the benefit of the trip participants.

Longstanding club policy for trips and activities is "Lewis Ski Club, Inc. is a nonprofit organization. The policy of the Club is to price activities so they will run as near to break even as is practical without subjecting the Club to undue financial risk." One club officer recently put it succinctly: “Rule No. 1 for running ski club trips: Don’t lose money. Rule No. 2: Don’t make money.” 

Over the last few years, some club officers have come to feel that this surplus money should go to the club treasury. Under this policy, the trip coordinator can spend the surplus money only with special permission from the executive board prior to the trip.

I was asked to write a policy statement for consideration by the club. Three options for club policy were discussed at the meeting. One was to return to the original policy of permitting the trip coordinator to make the decision on how to spend it for the benefit of the trip participants. The second was to give the surplus money to the club treasury. The final was that a percentage, say 50%, goes to the club treasury and the rest could be used at the trip coordinator’s discretion for the benefit of the trip.

One rationale for giving the surplus money to the club treasury was that it is needed to cover trips that lose money. Few Lewis Ski Club trips run into financial difficulty. The majority of the trips give some extra money to the club treasury even after trip coordinators spend much of it at their discretion. With the balance in the club treasury in excess of $13,000, there isn’t a need for a source of revenue to cover losses on trips.

The compromise position, that of earmarking a percentage for the club treasury, is not necessary for the same reasons and it further complicates the trip accounting unnecessarily.

The original club policy, that of permitting the trip coordinator to spend the surplus money at their discretion for the benefit of the trip participants, has served the club well for many years. It permits trip coordinators to “personalize” their trip, to “think outside the box”, and make it more memorable for everyone. It allows them to
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put a little bit of pride into the trip and make it more fun for them as well as the participants. For these reasons, the club should return to the original policy: “Trip coordinators may use their discretion to spend surplus activity money generated by a more than breakeven number of participants for the benefit of the trip participants.”
