then we will get snow in January.   You didn’t need to live in Buffalo to see the snow that fell on our section of the country.  

As the trip date approached, the skiers were signing up, avoiding the “procrastinator’s price” by getting the “early bird discount” that was extended throughout the January membership meeting, just a few days before the trip.  I was hoping for and almost needed a waiting list.  That would have been the first trip of the season to reach full capacity.  We might be the only club in Ohio that runs Nordic Bus trips and this was the best turnout so far in three years.  Really talking up the trip helps get some people off the fence, but what made a big difference this year was the cooperation of a couple of local clubs.  The Ohio Nordic Ski Club was kind enough to list our outings in their newsletter, and both the Ohio Nordic and the Cleveland West Road Runners (running club) shared their members to fill some of the bus seats.  If your interests overlap into these areas, check them out at their monthly meetings.

It was Thursday, day of reckoning.  This was the day I had to notify the bus company we were still on after I checked the ski conditions at Art Roscoe.  I needed to contact Brian at Lucia’s Supper Club to secure our plans and order the keg of LaBatt for our après skiing adventure.  That’s when I discovered the “unlikely event” was happening - the snow was melting!!!   Knowing that if I hauled forty-some skiers to an area that was basically closed for skiing, I might have to ride back under the bus with the skis.  I really didn’t want to cancel so I started surfing the Internet, looking for a destination that’s within a day’s bus trip away.   I stumbled onto Hidden Valley’s website, saw they have dozens of miles of trails and called their toll free number.  A new friend of mine, Bernie, told me they still had quite a bit of the snow from the last storm and we should be good for Saturday and that he would call me Friday morning with an update on the conditions.  The bus company was flexible and Brian at Lucia’s understood.  The weather report suggested 30% chance of rain at Hidden Valley for Thursday night, but when Friday came around, the report came back two to six inches of fresh snow.  Yeah!
After contacting everyone on the original trip list and sharing some of this info, most everyone decided to go. After all, we wanted to ski and it wasn’t going to happen at home.  I picked up the breakfast supplies and thought the hard part was behind us.

Saturday morning we were well on our way, just a few miles from Hidden Valley and everyone looked out the window for the promised snow.  Jim’s eagle eye spied a couple of coyotes walking on a frozen lake, but no snow.  I was feeling just a bit tense but remembered the elevation issue and kept remembering Bernie said they had snow.  After we exited the turnpike, the snow capped mountains appeared and the bus atmosphere glowed with smiles.  Nine miles and what seemed like ninety minutes later we were skiing.  

The snow was plentiful and the weather was calm, getting warmer and then colder as the day grew into night.  A few hours of great ski conditions engulfed in some hours of variable conditions, but very skiable as the trail options range from State park trails to the elusive gigantic hilly golf course.  Debbie and I were the only ones to find the hidden trail leading to the golf course from the valley.  Deer and turkey tracks and, near the top, snow shoe and dog tracks were the only sign of anyone since the last snowfall.  A few others rode the lift to the top, but most waited for the 2:30 p.m. bus adventure to the golf course.

Gwen, our driver, had been challenged by a couple of maneuvers leading to the ski area, but more was in store.  Let’s just say we brought a busload of stories for the town to tow around.  Sadly, an hour or two of ski time was spent off our boards.   Eventually, we were all at the golf course and, with some daylight left, we scrambled to make up for some lost time.  The ride home was tricky as the roads seemed to all turn right but the ski area was on the left…guess you had to be there.  

Thanks to everyone for being so helpful and flexible as well as the kind emails I received. Who would have thunk hunting for snow in January would have been an adventure in itself?   (Roger “Dodger” Meredith)
