CLEVELAND TRAVEL SHOW SUMMARY

On Saturday, May 11, trip coordinators and club representatives from many ski clubs around northeast Ohio met with ski resort representatives and tour operators from North America and Europe to discuss running group ski trips.  Club representatives were able to talk to resort representatives about what’s new at their areas, discuss trip details and request bids for trips from tour operators.  A new bowl area at Aspen Highlands, and a near doubling of the skiing terrain at Fernie are among the new attractions since our club has visited these areas. A panel discussion with several of the tour operators and resort representative reaffirmed that the biggest difficulty in running a group ski trip is dealing with the airlines.  Not only getting group rates on airfares remains difficult, but also finding answers to details about the trip is a problem.  Running a group ski trip is not an easy task. Getting to meet a number of ski resort representatives and tour operators face to face and all at once at an event like this does help, but the real challenge of the trip is setting up the group activities, talking to skiers about going on the trip, and doing all the little things that make the trip a memorable one are the real challenges of running a club trip.
