UPDATE on the January 2024 Beaver Creek Trip:

After months of planning and anticipation, we'll kick off 2024 and head West to Beaver Creek,
CO on January 27", This marks the first time in recorded history that the Lewis Ski Club stays
at Beaver Creek! We are looking forward to our ski in/ski out accommodations, nighttime
glow skiing, fresh baked chocolate chip cookies each afternoon, and an overall luxurious
ski/board experience. We are only a short shuttle ride away from Vail. Many of us will

use our EPIC pass to explore both resorts. Between Beaver Creek’s 3,300 vertical feet (150
runs) and Vail’s 3,450 vertical feet (195 runs), we'll have plenty of terrain to explore.
